About Condensation )

® When a disc or disc magazine is brought from a low-humidity place to a car where
there is high humidity due to rain, etc. water vapor may condense on the disc. Or, .
when the main unit of the changer is installed under the dashboard, condensation
may occur on the surface of the optical lens immediately after turning on the heater.
if the CD player is operated in this condition, the laser pickup may not correctly read
out the signal, or dropouts may occur occasionzlly. Thus, correct operation may not
be obtained. In such cases, dehumidify the disc, or remove the disc magazine from
the changer and leave it for about one hour, at which time correct operation will
resume.
If the CD player does not operate correctly after a long time interval, consult your
dealer or nearest KENWQOD Service Station.

About Temperature

® \When a car is left in direct sunlight with the windows clesed, the inside of the car -
will be greatly humidified, especially on the top of the dashboard. When the
temperature exceeds 60°C, the built-in protection circuit may be activated, to
prevent the optical system from being damaged, and thus the CD player will not
function. In this case, re-install the main unit of the CD changer in a place which is
less subject to humidity.




Handling of compact disc

® Stains, dust or scratches on the disc or warping of the disc will cause malfunction
such as skipping. Handle the disc in the following manner so that you may enjoy the
beautiful sound of the CD Player for a long time.

< Handling the disc>
Hold the disc without touching the music storage area (glistening rainbow colors). Do
not apply a paper tape to the label on the disc nor to the music storing area.

< Storage of compact disc>
® Do not put the disc where it is exposed to direct sunlight, heat or humidity.

® Especially in summer, never leave the disc exposed to direct sunlight or placed on
the seat or dashboard with the windows closed because the temperature will rise
considerably and the disc will warp.

® When the player is not in use for an extended period of time, remove the disc
magazine from the changer, and store it in a place which is not subject to high
temperature or high humidity.
Be sure to store the discs in their cases or in the magazine. Do not leave them
outside of the case or magazine, or piled up, or leaning on a slant. This may cause
scratches, dirt or warping.

< Cleaning of compact disc>

If there are fingerprints or stains on the disc, remove them by lightly wiping it with soft
cotton cloth from the center toward the outside edge. Never use thinner or benzine.
Also, avoid using conventional record cleaner.

B Disc Magazine Memory Function

When using the control unit with the built-in memory play function, memory play
data for up to six disc magazines can be memorized in the player. Simply insert a
loaded disc magazine into the player and set the desired memory play settings. The
player automatically checks and memorizes the magazine ID when the magazine is
inserted. After that, whenever that magazine is inserted and_the normal memory play
operation is carried out, the player recalls the preset memory play settings for that
magazine and plays the discs accordingly.

® The “ID” of each disc magazine is the disc in the magazine’s No. 1 slot,
Therefore, if the No. 1 disc is replaced with a different disc, the player will identify
the magazine as a different magazine, making it is necessary to carry out the
memory play setting procedure again.

® |f the magazine does not contain a disc in the No. 1 slot, the player identify that
this type of magazines is the same,

® When the seventh different disc magazine is inserted, the player automatically
erases the memory contents for the disc magazine which has not been inserted
for the longest period of time (even if the memory play setting procedure is not
carried out).

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE
