1. Advanced AL32 Processing and High-precision 32bit D/A
Converter
Equipped with Advanced AL32 Processing, DENON's proprietary
analog waveform reproduction technology.
We have enhanced the reproducibility of weak signals by
expanding 16 bit digital data to 32 bit.
The player is also equipped with a high performance, 32 bit/192
kHz compatible D/A Converter for analog signal conversion of the
digital data expanded with Advanced AL32 Processing.

2. Playback of MP3 and WMA files
A USB port is mounted on the front panel. MP3/WMA files can be
played by connecting a USB Player, USB memory device. Connect
your iPod with the USB cable that came with it.
