QUICK START

In case you simply cannot wait to experience the performance of your
new NAD VISO TWO, we provide the following "Quick Start”instructions to
get you underway. Before the steps below, connect your VISO TWO to a
TV/monitor.

Please make all the connections to your VISO TWO with the unit unplugged.
It is also advisable to power-down or unplug all associated components
while making or breaking any signal or AC power connections.

PLAY A CD ORDVD MOVIE

o Connect the VISO TWO's composite Video or S-Video “MONITOR OUT"
jack to your TV/monitor’s corresponding input.

« Connect your speakers to the VISO TWO's “L"and “R" terminals. Make
sure to connect red to red (“+") and black to black ("-") with care to
avoid stray wires or strands crossing between terminals. If your system
includes a powered subwoofer, connect the VISO TWO's "SUBWOOFER
PRE-OUT"jack to its line input.

« Connect the AC cord to the AC inlet and then plug into an AC outlet;
the LED indicator around the POWER button will be illuminated amber
indicating the VISO TWO is in standby mode ready to accept commands
from either the front panel power switch or the HTR 6 remote.

o Press"DVD"at the HTR 6 remote’s Device Selector section and then
"OPEN/CLOSE" button.

o Insert the media and press [ PLAY] button to start playback.

You should hear sound from VISO TWO, and see an image on the
TV/monitor. (If one or the other fails to appear, check your TV/monitor’s
input settings or VISO TWO's audio/video connections).

Enjoy the movie or music, but be sure to set aside time to read this manual
thoroughly, and to set up, calibrate, and configure your VISO TWO carefully
and completely.
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POWER BUTTON: Press this button or the HTR 6 remote’s [ON] button
to switch ON the VISO TWO.

19 DISCTRAY: With the DISC TRAY open, insert a DVD, VCD, CD or other
compatible media disc face down onto the tray. If the disc is placed
upside down and it is a single sided disc, "NO DISC"appears on both the
VISO TWO's VFD and the TV/Monitor screen.

20 FRONT INPUT: Use these convenience jacks for occasional sources
such as a camcorder, tape player, or a video game console or any
other analog audio, or composite or S-Video video source. Select the
“Front” source input using the HTR 6 remote or the front panel INPUT
SELECTOR knob.

If your source has a single audio out jack only or is marked “mono
output’, plug this into the VISO TWO's FRONT INPUT ‘R (MONO)"input.
On the other hand, if your source has two output jacks indicative of
stereo output, insert both jacks into the VISO TWO's corresponding
FRONT INPUT“l”and “R (MONO)"input to achieve stereo output as well.

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PHONES: Accepts stereo headphone using a standard 1/4-inchstereo
phone plug (use a suitable adaptor for headphones equipped with a
smaller plug). Plugging in headphones automatically mutes output
from all channels’speakers but not from the AUDIO OUT jacks of the
VCR and SCART OUT (Europe version only). See also the item on DOLBY
HEADPHONE under the LISTENING MODE section of AUDIO SETUP
MENU discussion.
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Please make sure that the VISO TWO is powered off or unplugged before making any connections. It is also advisable to power-down or unplug all
associated components while making or breaking any signal or AC power connections.

1 SPEAKERS: Connect the left and right terminals to the corresponding
loudspeakers. Each output’s “+" (red) terminal and “-" (black) terminal
must be connected to the corresponding “+"and “-"terminals of the
loudspeaker. Use extra care to ensure that no stray wires or strands cross
between posts or terminals at either end.

NOTES

«  Usestranded wire of at least 16-gauge (AWG); specialized speaker cable
may be valuable (consult your NAD audio specialist). Connections to
the VISO TWO can be made with banana-type plugs, or using bare wire,
or pins, by loosening the terminal’s plastic nut, making a clean, neat
connection, and re-tightening carefully (use the transverse hole through
the post for bare-wire or pin connections). To minimize the danger
of short-circuits, ensure that only 1/2-inch of exposed wire or pin is
employed in connecting.

«  Thisunitis designed to produce optimum sound quality when connected to
speakers with impedances within the receiver’s operating range. Please check
that speakers are rated to be 8 ohms minimum per speaker.

FM ANTENNA INPUT: The supplied wire “dipole” FM antenna will
connect to the FM connector using the supplied “balun”adapter. It will
usually work best when mounted on a vertical surface such as a wall,
with arms fully outstretched forming a horizontal “T" perpendicular to
the origin point of the signal.

AM ANTENNA INPUT: Connect the supplied AM loop antenna to

these terminals. If an external AM antenna is used, make connections to
the AM and GND terminals in accordance with the instructions supplied
with the antenna. See also section about “LISTENING TO AM/FM RADIO".
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CABLE/SAT & VCR: Connect to these inputs S-Video, composite
video, and analog audio from source components such as cable TV
decoders, satellite tuners, another DVD player or other applicable
ancillary devices. VCR may be used with recording components such
as videocassette or DVD-recorders. Connect the VCR OUT (audio/video)
to these components’ corresponding audio/video input. Note that VCR
may freely be used for play-only components, in which case their OUT
jacks would remain unconnected.

SUBW (SUBWOOFER) PRE OUT: Connect this output to a powered
(active) subwoofer or to a power amplifier channel driving a passive system.

DAB MODULE INPUT (Europe version only): Plug-in the other end
of the Mini-Din connector from the NAD DAB Adaptor DB 1 module
output port into this socket. The VISO TWO is compatible only with
NAD DAB Adaptor DB 1 so check with your NAD dealer for this module’s
availability. With DAB, you can receive CD-like quality programs without
any annoying interference and signal distortion.

MP DOCK: The VISO TWO is equipped with a data port in the rear
panel where an optional “NAD IPD 1 Dock with iPod” (NAD IPD 1) can be
plugged in. Connect the "MP DOCK (DATA PORT)"jack of the VISO TWO
to the corresponding “DATA PORT" socket of the optional NAD IPD 1.

COAXIAL IN, OPTICAL IN: Connect to the optical or coaxial S/PDIF-
format digital output of sources such as CD or DVD players, HDTV or
satellite tuners and other components.



9 HDMIOUT: Connect the HDMI OUT to a HDTV or projector with
HDMI input.

WARNING
Before connecting and disconnecting the HDMI cable, both the
VISO TWO and the ancillary source must be powered OFF and
unplugged from the AC outlet. Failure to observe this practice may cause
permanent damage to the equipment connected via the HDMI socket.

IMPORTANT NOTICE
When playing DTS (or Dolby Digital) material, ensure that the volume of
your HDMI equipped TV is muted. There may be a rushing noise heard if
your TV is not capable of decoding the DTS (or Dolby Digital) Bitstream;
most TVs do not have this capability.

10 OPTICAL OUT: Connect the optical digital OUT port to the
corresponding S/PDIF digital input of a compatible device such as CD

recorders, receivers, computer soundcard or other digital processors.

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LOAD SW: For future software program updates, use this button

in combination with RS232 to upgrade the VISO TWO. Owners

who register their VISO TWO in our international website www.
nadelectronics.com will be advised of updates. Your custom installer
or dealer can assist you in the proper upgrade and setup of your
VISOTWO.

12 RS-232: Connect this interface via RS-232 serial cable (not supplied) to any
Windows® compatible PC to allow remote control of the VISO TWO through
NAD's proprietary PC software or other compatible external controllers.
NAD is a certified partner of AMX and Crestron and fully supports these
external devices. See your NAD audio specialist for more information.

13 RESET: In the unlikely event that the VISO TWO becomes inoperable or
hangs up, press this button to reset the VISO TWO.

14 IEC AC MAINS (POWER) INPUT: The VISO TWO comes supplied
with a separate AC Mains cable. Before connecting the cable to a live
wall socket ensure that it is firmly connected to the VISO TWO's AC
Mains input socket first. Always disconnect the AC Mains cable plug
from the live wall socket first, before disconnecting the cable from the
VISO TWO's Mains input socket.

IDENTIFICATION OF CONTROLS

15 MONITOR (S-VIDEO, VIDEO): Connect to video input of a monitor/
television using quality dual-RCA and/or S-Video cables designed for
video signals. In general, the S-Video connection is superior and should
be used if your TV/monitor provides the corresponding input.

16 COMPONENT VIDEO IN, COMPONENT VIDEO OUT: Connect the
Component Video IN to Component Video outputs from compatible
source components, typically a DVD player and terrestrial or satellite HDTV
tuner. Connect Component Video OUT to the Component Video input
of a compatible video monitor/TV. Be sure to observe consistency in
connecting the Y, Cb/Pb, Cr/Pr jacks to the corresponding sources/inputs.

17 IRIN: This input is connected to the output of an IR (infrared) repeater
(Xantech or similar) or the IR output of another component to allow
control of the VISO TWO from a remote location. Ask your dealer or
custom installer for further details.

18 SCART/RGB OUT (Euro model/PAL only): Connect the VISO TWO's
“SCART/RGB OUT"to the SCART/RGB video input of a compatible
video monitor/TV. Be sure to observe the correct orientation of the
SCART/RGB plug. Make sure also to set“Video Output”to "RGB" at the
"Disc Video"menu for stable video at SCART/RGB OUT.

19 XM MODULE INPUT (North America version only): Connect XM
radio cable to this socket. Follow the instructions that came with your
XM radio. With XM radio, there are more than 100 channels of music,
news, sports, comedy, talk and entertainment. You will find that the
coverage is continent wide. The music quality is digital with many
commercial-free music channels.

NOTE

ABOUT THE ON-SCREEN DISPLAY (OSD)

The VISO TWO employs a self-explanatory on-screen display “menu”that
will appear on the connected video monitor/TV. These are required during
the setup process (and are useful in day-to-day operation), so be sure to
connect the monitor/TV before proceeding with setup.

At any source mode, press the HTR 6's [SETUP] button for the Setup Menu
OSD to appear. With the use of the HTR 6's navigation buttons, you may
select various menus. If the Setup Menu does not appear, check your
applicable video connections.

NOTE
The Setup Menu will not appear if a headphone is plugged-in at the
front panel’s PHONES jack. Unplug the headphone for the Setup Menu
to appear when HTR 6's [SETUP] button is pressed.

NAVIGATING THE SETUP MENU OSD AND MAKING CHANGES

To navigate through the Setup Menu OSD options, please do the following

using the HTR 6 remote control:

1 Press [ A/V]keysto move up or down the menu selections.

«  Display disc OSD does not apply to audio only discs like CD and MP3/
WMA/JPEG files as they are already presented in their respective menu
screens.

+ Thefront panel and HTR 6’s [DISP] button toggles between title/chapter/
time (or group/track/time for DVD-A discs) and audio/subtitle/angle
display configurations.

+ Ifno button is pressed for about 10 seconds, the on-screen display
disappears.

SELECTING SOURCES
You can choose your desired source by rotating the INPUT SELECTOR knob
to select through the following:

Internal DVD =» Cable/Sat =» VCR (iPod) =» Front = AM/FM/XM (DAB) =
then back to Internal DVD.

The same source can be directly selected using the HTR 6 remote control.

1 Set HTR6's DEVICE SELECTOR to "AMP".

2 Press your desired source’s corresponding numeric keypad allocation. The
orange label directly above the appropriate numeric keypad is the Source
allocated for such key — example:“1"for DVD, “2"for CAB/SAT and so on.

When you change sources, the VFD will show the new input in its upper
line display.

ADJUSTING THE VOLUME

In addition to the Volume knob, use the HTR 6's [VOL A/ ¥ ] to adjust

the "master volume”of the VISO TWO raising or lowering the channels
altogether. A momentary keypress will change the master volume by 1 dB
increments. If you hold down [VOL A/ ¥ ] the master-volume change will
“run-on” until the key is released.

Since recordings vary considerably in overall average level, there is no
imperative to listen at any particular master-volume setting. A setting of -20
dB may sound ‘“as loud"from one CD or DVD as -10 dB does from another.

The VISO TWO will power-up from Standby mode at whatever master
volume setting it was last used; however, if the prior setting was greater
than -15 dB, the VISO TWO will power up at —15 dB. This prevents
inadvertently beginning a session at excessive volume.



MUTING THE SOUND

Use the HTR 6's "MUTE"key to silence all channels completely (“Mute”is
displayed in the lower line of the VFD). Muting is always available regardless
of the source or listening mode selections.

NOTE
Adjusting the master-volume via the HTR 6 or the front-panel knob
automatically releases the mute function.

ADJUSTING THE SUBWOOFER LEVEL TRIM “ON THE FLY”
You can make changes to the relative level of subwoofer output. This may
prove useful in a number of circumstances; for example to reduce excessive

deep bass (or enhance deep bass) by lowering (raising) the subwoofer level.

Use the HTR 6's 'SUB'keys for direct-access level adjustment of these
channels over a range of +12 dB.

ADJUSTING THE TONE CONTROLS
The VISO TWO bass and treble controls are adjusted using the front panel's
[TONE] button in conjunction with the VOLUME knob.

Referring to the lower line of the VFD, toggle [TONE] button to select“Bass’,
"Treble”"Tone Active” or“Tone Defeat”. While at either Bass or Treble mode,
rotate VOLUME knob clockwise or counterclockwise to adjust the Bass or Treble
level within the range +£12dB.

Bass and treble settings affect only the front left/right channels, and are
active in all SURROUND MODES.

Select “Tone Defeat”to bypass the Tone Controls effectively defeating
the effect of the tone control circuits. If “Tone Active”is selected, the Tone
Control circuits are active.

FACTORY DEFAULT SETTINGS

Sometimes power spikes and drop-outs may from time to time cause some

inadvertent functionality. The procedure below will set the VISO TWO to

factory default settings

1 Place the VISO TWO into AM mode.

2 Press quickly the three front panel buttons: [PLAY/PAUSE], [STOP] then
[DISPLAY], holding the “DISPLAY" button for more than 7 seconds. The
VISOTWO will switch itself off, then back ON to DVD mode.

Please note that setting the VISO TWO to factory default will delete all AM,
FM and DAB presets. It will also reset all your timer settings.

The VISO TWO offers distinct SURROUND MODES tailored for different types
of recordings or program material. With a two-channel (Stereo) source, the
following listening modes can be selected:

DOLBY® VIRTUAL SPEAKER (DVS)

Dolby Virtual Speaker technology creates a highly compelling 5.1-channel
listening experience from as few as two speakers, making it an ideal
entertainment solution for locations where space for multiple-speaker
setups is limited.

Dolby Virtual Speaker models the sound of a playback system into two
different listening environments, based on acoustic measurements of real
rooms:

DVS Reference is a small, well-damped room appropriate for both

movies and music-only recordings.

DVS Wide is a larger room, more like a concert hall or movie theatre.

STEREO

All output is directed to the front left/right channels. Low frequencies are
directed to the subwoofer if one is present in the Speaker settings. Select
"Stereo” when you wish to listen to a stereo (or monaural) production, such
as music CD or FM broadcast, without surround enhancement. Stereo
recordings whether in PCM/digital or analog form and whether surround-
encoded or not encoded, are reproduced as recorded. Multi-channel digital
recordings (Dolby Digital and DTS) are reproduced in “Stereo Downmix”
mode via the front left/right channels only as Lt/Rt (left/right-total) signals.

The following Listening Modes require a specially encoded signal that

must be present in digital format to be decoded by the VISO TWO. These
modes are automatically switched on when the appropriate data stream is
detected. The desired data stream must sometimes be selected in the setup
menu of the source media.

DOLBY DIGITAL

Dolby Digital is the multi-channel digital signal format developed in the
Dolby laboratories. Discs bearing the double-D symbol were recorded with
up to 5.1 channels of digital signals, reproducing a much better sound
quality, with dynamic and spatial sound sensations that are much better
than in the previous Dolby Surround.

DYNAMIC RANGE CONTROL (DYN RANGE)

You can select the effective dynamic range (subjective range from soft
to loud) for playback of Dolby Digital soundtracks. For fully cinematic
effect, always select 100% - the default. Settings of 75%, 50% and 25%
progressively reduce dynamic range, making soft sounds comparatively
louder while limiting the peak loudness of loud ones.

The 100% setting is best for late-night sessions or other times when you
wish to retain maximum dialog intelligibility while minimizing overall
volume levels. To maintain full dynamic range, set “DYN Range”to “Off".

IMPORTANT NOTICE
“DYN Range” will appear as one of the options under the “Listening Mode”
menu only if the disc being played is of Dolby Digital format. The same
applies when you select the digital audio input (coaxial or optical) as your
audio source — Dynamic range adjustment will be available at the “Listening
Mode” menu only if the detected audio is of Dolby Digital format.

DTS

The Digital Theater System Digital Surround (simply called DTS) is a multi-
channel digital signal format that can process higher data rates than with
Dolby Digital. Although both Dolby Digital and DTS are 5.1 channel media
formats, discs bearing the “DTS" symbol are thought to provide better sound
quality due to the lower audio compression required. It also offers a broader
dynamic, producing magnificent sound quality.

DOLBY® HEADPHONE

Dolby Headphone technology, compatible with any pair of conventional
headphones, accurately simulates the experience of hearing a 5.1-channel
speaker system properly set up in a listening room, minus the annoying
“listener fatigue”effect that plagues other headphone-based virtual
surround sound offerings. Dolby Headphone technology is ideal for private
playback of multi-channel entertainment without disturbing others nearby.

Dolby Headphone models the sound of a playback system into three different
listening environments, based on acoustic measurements of real rooms:
DOLBY HP MODE 1 is a small, well-damped room appropriate for both
movies and music-only recordings. This decoding process is known as the
Dolby Headphone "Reference Room’”.

DOLBY HP MODE 2 is a more acoustically live room suited to music
listening, but also great for movies.

DOLBY HP MODE 3 is a larger room, more like a concert hall or movie
theatre.

Select DOLBY HP OFF for normal headphone audio listening.

Aside from the VISO TWO's internal DVD, the VISOTWO is also equipped with
the following audio/video source inputs -“Cable/Sat’,"VCR" (iPod) and “Front”
(Front Input on the front panel). The input becomes active whenever it is
selected.

Use [ 4/» ] select through DVD, Cable/Sat, VCR (iPod) and then back to DVD.

VIDEO IN

A particular video input can be assigned to any of the following source
inputs - Cable/Sat, VCR (iPod) and Front. Ideally, a video input present at
the video input of a particular source input should be assigned to the same
source input. For example, a video input present at S-video input of VCR
should be the assigned video input for VCR source input. This is actually the
default setting. This can be varied though by assigning a different active
video input other than the particular source’s default video input setting.

AUDIO IN

Incoming digital and audio signals present at either digital or analog audio
are assignable to any of the following source inputs - Cable/Sat, VCR and
Front. Use [ 4/ ] to assign coaxial, optical or analog audio to any of the
aforementioned sources.

The assigned audio input will always be recalled whenever that input is
selected using the front panel INPUT SELECTOR knob or the HTR 6 remote’s
input-select buttons.

It is not necessary to connect at the same time both analog audio and
digital audio input for every video input you employ. It is preferable to
make only digital audio link to the VISO TWO for audio playback. This avoids
possible confusion and ensures that the VISO TWO's high performance
digital audio circuitry will always be employed.

Every system requires “bass-management”to direct low-frequency content
from any or all channels to the speakers best able to reproduce it. For this
function to operate correctly, it is important that you correctly identify your
speakers’ capabilities. We use the terms “Large’, “Small’, “Mini"and “Off”, but
note that physical size may be irrelevant.

OPERATION
USING THE VISO TWO - AUDIO SETUP MENU

o A"Small”speaker is any model, regardless of physical size, that lacks
significant deep-bass response. Set to SMALL if your speaker cannot
handle lower than 100 Hz.

o A’large”speaker is any full-range model, that is, one with deep-bass
response. Set to LARGE if your speaker can handle 20 Hz - 20 kHz full
frequency range.

o Select"Mini"if your speaker cannot handle lower than 150Hz.

o Set"Subwoofer”to"On" or "Off’, selecting “On” only if you have a
subwooder connected to VISO TWO's SUBW output jack.

o An"Off"speaker is one that may be present such as a subwoofer but set
to "Off"in the "Speaker Settings” setup menu.

The "Speaker Settings”is “global”; that is, it remains in force with all inputs
and in all LISTENING MODES.

ENHANCED BASS

When the subwoofer is set to ON and speakers are set to “Large’, Enhanced
Bass is also available. Normally, with Front speakers set to “Large”the
subwoofer is not active. The Enhanced Bass option allows full range
operation of the speakers with the additional bass contribution of the
subwoofer. This feature is particularly useful when one wants to experience
maximum bass output. Please note that due to acoustic cancellation
effects, the bass response may be uneven when using this setting.

You can set Subwoofer to “On”even with “Large”front speakers. In such cases,
both subwoofer and front speaker will receive the LFE-channel signal. In the
case where the front speakers are set to “Small”the LFE-channel signal will be
routed to subwoofer but not to the front speakers; LFE-channel signal will pass
only to the subwoofer. In most subwoofer-equipped systems, setting front
speakers to "SMALL"is usually the better option.

Adjusting the relative balance of your system’s loudspeakers ensures that
recordings, whether music or film, will present the balance of effects,
music, and dialog that the artists intended.

(bass) to other sonic elements.

It has support for DVD-Video,
DVD-R/-RW/+R/+RW, DVD-A, SVCD with or without PBC (Play Back Control),
VCD, DivX, Audio CD, CD-R/-RW and including recorded MP3, copyright-
protected WMA and JPEG files.

NOTE

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LISTENING TO AM/FM RADIO

The VISO TWO's internal AM/FM tuner offers very high quality sound

from radio broadcasts. The reception and sound quality will always be
dependent to a degree however on the type of antenna(s) used as well as
proximity to the broadcast origin, geography and weather conditions.

ABOUT ANTENNAS

The supplied ribbon-wire FM antenna can be connected to the rear-panel
FM-antenna input using the included 'balun’adapter and should be fully
extended to form a“T". This folded-dipole antenna will usually work best
when oriented vertically, with the arms of its “T"fully outstretched and
arranged perpendicular to the origin of the desired broadcast. There are
no rules, however, and experimenting freely with antenna placement and
orientation may yield the clearest sound and lowest background noise.

In areas of poor FM reception, an exterior FM antenna can improve
performance dramatically. If radio listening is important to you, consider
consulting an antenna installation professional to optimize your system.

The supplied AM‘loop’antenna will usually provide adequate reception.
However, an exterior AM antenna can be used to improve reception.

Consult an antenna professional for more information.

ASSEMBLING THE LOOP ANTENNA

1 Rotate the outer frame of the antenna.

2 Insert the bottom edge of the outer frame into the groove on the stand.

3 Extend the antenna cord.

SELECTING THE RADIO

To select the VISO TWO's tuner mode, rotate “INPUT SELECTOR"knob on the
front panel repeatedly until AM/FM mode or the HTR 6's numeric'5'while at
AMP device selector page.

Press [TUNE <</ »» ] on the front panel momentarily to step up or down
AM or FM frequencies.

Press and hold [TUNE </ ] for more than 2 seconds to search up or
down AM or FM frequencies - the VISO TWO's tuner will stop at the next
sufficiently strong signal it encounters. Pressing the [TUNE <</ »p]
during the search process will stop the search.

DIRECT TUNING

If you know your desired station’s frequency allocation, you can tune

directly to the station.

1 Toggle [ENTER] button to switch between “Preset”and “Tune” mode (see
the lower line of the VFD). Select “Tune” mode.

2 Using the numeric keys of the remote control, key-in the frequency
allocation of the station. For example, to enter 104.50MHz, press “1","0",
"4""5"and"0" or press"'1""0","4"and"5".

“TUNER’".
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SETTING RADIO PRESET

The VISO TWO can store as many as 60 (30 FM and 30 AM stations) of your

favorite radio stations for immediate recall.

1 Tosstore a radio preset, first tune the desired frequency (see above), then
press the front panel [MEMORY] button. The VFD will show a blinking
"MEMORY"icon and the next available vacant Preset number.

2 Press [MEMORY] button again to store the desired frequency on the
Preset number shown or use the [ ¢4/ »»1] keys to select another
available Preset number.

3 Then, press [MEMORY] key button again. Your desired frequency is now
stored in the assigned presets.

The Radio Presets must be stored from the front panel. This setup function

is not accessible from the HTR 6 remote control.

Use the [t/ »®1] keys on the front panel to step up or down between presets.
Press and hold [ ¢/ »»1] to“scroll” continuously up or down. The HTR 6 remote’s
[PRESET] keys work similarly. Empty presets will be skipped during preset tuning.

DIRECT RECALL OF A PRESET

You can directly recall a desired Preset number.

1 Toggle [ENTER] button to switch between “Preset”and “Tune” mode (see
the lower line of the VFD).

DELETING A STORED PRESET

You can empty a preset by deleting the stored information.

3 The preset will then be deleted and "DELETED" scrolls on the display.

In the normal
position, "FM STEREO"and "FM MUTE"icons on the VFD are lit; only the stations
with a strong signal can be listened to, and the noise between stations is muted.
Pressing the [TUNER MODE] button again (‘FM STEREQ" and “FM MUTE"
icons on the VFD are extinguished) allows distant and potentially noisy
stations to be received. Noise is reduced if the FM station signal level is less
than the FM Stereo threshold (since mono FM is inherently less noise-
prone) though at the sacrifice of the stereo effect.

NOTE
In FM/XM/DAB mode, [MENU] button functions the same way as the
[TUNER MODE] button.

ABOUT USER NAMES
You can assign an eight character “User Name"to each radio preset, which
will show in the front-panel readout whenever that preset is recalled.

ENTERING USER NAMES

To name a radio preset “NEWS”, follow the procedure as below (The buttons

mentioned apply to the front panel’s buttons).

1 Recall the desired radio preset.

2 Press and hold the [DISPLAY] button and then within five (5) seconds,
use the [PRESET ¢« /»»1] buttons to select the first character of the
name (“N"from the alphabetical list).

3 Press [TUNEDP ] button to select the character and correspondingly
move forward to the next position. (Press [TUNE ««] to go back to the
previous character). Repeat this process for each character in sequence.

4 Press the [MEMORY] key to store the User Name and exit the text-entry
mode.

ABOUT RDS

The Radio Data System (RDS) permits compatible tuners to display text
determined by the broadcaster. The VISO TWO supports two RDS modes,
station-name (PS mode) and radio-text (RT mode). However, not every FM
station incorporates RDS in its broadcast signal. In most areas you will find
from one to several RDS-enabled stations, but it is by no means impossible
that your favorite stations will not be broadcasting RDS data.

VIEWING RDS TEXT

When an RDS-enabled FM broadcast is tuned, after a brief delay the “RDS"icon
will light in the VISO TWO's front panel readout and the readout’s character
section will show its station-name (PS) text:"ROCK101, for example.

Press the front panel [DISPLAY] key to toggle the readout between this
and the station’s radio-text (RT) readout, if any, which might scroll song- or
artist-name or any other text of the station’s choosing.

OPERATION
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ABOUT DAB RADIO

Until now, analogue radio signals such as FM or AM have been subject to
numerous kinds of interference on their way from the transmitter to your
radio. These problems were caused by mountains, high-rise buildings
and weather conditions. With Digital Audio Broadcast (DAB), you can now
receive CD-like quality radio programs without any annoying interference
and signal distortion. DAB broadcasts use digital signals rather than
traditional analogue transmissions, thus providing clear high quality
reception. You get far more robust reception and virtually hiss or crackle
free sound with DAB as long as you are within a good coverage area.

With DAB, the listener can scroll through a list of available stations - then
instantly tune to the station of his choice. There is no need either to
remember channel frequencies. All broadcasts are selected by simply
selecting the service name.

The VISO TWO makes it possible for you to enjoy listening to DAB
broadcasts. The VISO TWO has a Digital Audio Broadcast (DAB) module
socket on the rear panel for adding a separately sold and NAD-specified
outboard DAB module — the NAD DAB Adaptor DB 1. All the control
software for this format is included; just plug-in the module and start
enjoying the CD-like quality sound and expansive content selection
available with DAB.

CONNECTING THE DAB MODULE

Plug-in the other end of the DIN connector (supplied with your NAD DAB
Adaptor DB 1) from the DAB module’s output port into the corresponding DAB
module input socket on the rear panel of the VISOTWO. Select DAB mode on
the VISO TWO by toggling the [AM/FM/DB] button in the front panel.

NOTES

+  Please refer to NAD DAB Adaptor DB 1 installation guide for proper setup
connection of the DB1 with respect to the VISO TWO.

+  Thefront panel [TUNER MODE] and [MENU] buttons function the
same way at DAB mode. The [MENU/TUNER MODE] key of HTR 6 is the
equivalent button for both functions.

«  Ifthereis no NAD DAB Adaptor DB 1 connected at the corresponding DAB
input terminal at the rear panel, the VFD will show “CHECK DAB TUNER”.
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DAB OPERATION

With the separately sold NAD DAB Adaptor DB1 already connected to the

VISO TWO, you can now carry out the VISO TWO to receive DAB broadcasts.

1 Toggle [AM/FM/DB] button until DAB mode. When DAB mode is selected,
VFD will show “DAB initialize — Please wait"and then go to “Full Scan”mode.
FULL SCAN will enable the scanning of the full range of digital frequencies
(Band Il and L-Band). This sequence cannot be interrupted.

The arrows show the progress of the sequence. When scanning is
completed, the last number shown on the upper right side of the VFD
corresponds to the total number of DAB broadcast stations found. Then,
the first station is tuned in (See "ALPHANUMERIC" description below to
understand the order or arrangement of stations).

2 The strength of the incoming signal can be shown on the VFD by
pressing the [ENTER] button. The more ‘0" segments visible in the lower
display line, the stronger the signal. By changing the position of the
antenna, you can increase the signal strength. Consult an antenna
professional for more information.

NOTES

«  “No stations Available” will be shown in the VFD when no DAB stations
are found after the scanning process. If this occurs, check the connection
and position of the DAB antenna or call your local DAB broadcast
providers for coverage information.

« When using HTR 6 buttons to navigate DAB options, ensure that the
“DEVICE SELECTOR" setting of your HTR 6 is set to “TUNER".

SERVICE LIST

Follow the steps below to select through the DAB service stations found.

1 At DAB mode, press [TUNE </PP ] to step through the list of
available stations as shown in the lower display line of the VFD.

2 Press [ENTER] to select the desired station.

DAB TUNER MODE

Aside from “Full Scan”as already described above, pressing the [MENU]
button will also present you with other options namely - Local Scan, Preset
Tune, Station Order, Tune Aid, Dynamic Range and Prune List

LOCAL SCAN
LOCAL SCAN performs local scanning of available DAB services in your area.
Check with your dealer or visit www.WorldDAB.org to check the applicable
digital transmission frequencies in your area.
1 While listening to a DAB broadcast, press front panel’s [MENU] button
and then [TUNE «€<€/»» ] to select “Local scan” Press [ENTER].
2 Local scan of available DAB services in your area will start. The arrows
show the progress of the sequence. When scanning is completed, the
last number shown on the right side of the VFD corresponds to the total
number of DAB broadcast stations found. Then, the first station is tuned in.
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PRESET TUNE

Use this option to select a DAB preset station.

1 While listening to a DAB broadcast, press front panel’s [MENU] button
and then [TUNE <<«/»» ] to select "Preset tune”. Press [ENTER].

2 Press [TUNE «€<€¢/»» ] to step up or down between presets. Note that
Presets must have been previously stored.

3 Press [ENTER] to select desired preset number.

SETTING DAB PRESETS

The VISO TWO can store as many as 99 DAB stations of your favorite DAB

broadcast for immediate recall.

1 Tostore a DAB preset, first tune the DAB broadcast, and then press the
front panel [MEMORY] button. The VFD will show a “Preset Memory”
and the next available vacant Preset number (the number is blinking).

2 Press [MEMORY] button again to store the desired DAB broadcast on
the Preset number shown or use the [TUNE <<4/»» ] keys to select
another available Preset number.

3 Then, press [MEMORY] key button again. Your desired DAB broadcast is
now stored in the assigned presets.

STATION ORDER

Use “Station order”to sort the sequence of the listed stations. There are four

orders — Alphanumeric, Active, Ensemble and Favourite.

1 While listening to a DAB broadcast, press front panel’s [MENU] button
and then [TUNE «€«€/»» ] to select “Station Order”. Press [ENTER].

2 Toggle [TUNE ««/»» ] 10 select through "Alphanumeric’, “Active’,
"Ensemble” and “Favourite”.

3 Press [ENTER] to select desired station order.

ALPHANUMERIC
This is the default setting. Stations are arranged by numbers first and then
alphabetically by letters.

ACTIVE

Active stations are listed at the top of the channel list. Those channels
that are in list but have no service in the area will be displayed last in the
channel list.

ENSEMBLE

Digital radio is broadcast as groups of data called ensemble. Each ensemble
contains a number of stations, transmitted at a set frequency. When
“Ensemble”is selected as the mode of station order, the radio stations are
arranged in the order of their ensemble names.

NOTE
Ensemble is also interchangeably termed as “multiplex” by other
broadcast providers.

FAVOURITE
The VISO TWO memorizes the top ten stations you listen as you tune in
stations. They will be listed at the top of the channel list.



DYNAMIC RANGE

The level of compression of stations can be set to eliminate the differences in

dynamic range or sound level between radio stations. Popular music would

normally be more compressed than classical music, resulting in possible
different audio levels when changing from one station to the other. Setting the

Dynamic Range to“D-Range 0"means no compression, ‘D-Range 1/2"indicates

medium compression and “D-Range 1" shows maximum compression. No

compression is recommended, especially for classical music.

1 While listening to a DAB broadcast, press front panel’s [MENU] button
and then [TUNE </»» ] to select "Dynamic range”. Press [ENTER].

2 Toggle [TUNE ««/»® ] to select through “D-Range 0", "D-Range
5"and “D-Range 1".The upper line display shows the current dynamic
range setting while the lower line display will show the choices for the
dynamic range values.

3 Press [ENTER] to select desired Dynamic Range level.

TUNE AID

This option allows you to directly tune to a desired channel and include it in the

service list (if not yet available at the time). You can also use TUNE AID to assist

you in positioning the DAB antenna for best reception of the desired channel.

1 While listening to a DAB broadcast, press front panel’s [MENU] button
and then [TUNE €<€¢/»P ] to select “Tune aid" Press [ENTER]. The
current channel and frequency are shown in the lower line of the VFD.
The number of ‘0" displays at the upper line of the VFD indicates the
signal strength level of the current channel.

2 Toselect other channels, toggle [TUNE «<¢/»® ] to step through the
channel list. Release [TUNE <<¢/»» ] when you have arrived at your
desired channel. To improve the reception of the selected channel, adjust
or reposition the DAB antenna until the best reception is indicated.

3 Press [ENTER] to tune the selected channel.

NOTE
The number of ensembles and stations that could be scanned will vary
depending on your location.

PRUNE LIST

There maybe situations wherein certain stations become inactive. The

“Prune List" option enables the deletion of these inactive stations in the

service list.

1 While listening to a DAB broadcast, press front panel’s [MENU] button
and then [TUNE <«¢/»» ] to select "Prune List”.

2 Press [ENTER]. Use [TUNE ««/»® ] and then press [ENTER] to select
between “Cancel” or “OK? [SELECT]" Any inactive stations (normally
stations preceded by a“?"mark) are automatically deleted when “OK?
[SELECT]"is selected. Otherwise, select “Cancel”.
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INFORMATION SETTINGS

While listening to a DAB broadcast, the type of information displayed in the
lower line of the VFD can be varied. Toggle front panel’s [DISPLAY] button
to step through the following display options:

PROGRAMTYPE
This is a description of the type of broadcast supplied by the station, such
as Pop, Rock, Drama and the likes.

STATION NAME
The name or identification of the DAB broadcast station is shown.

TIME AND DATE
The current time and date as supplied by the DAB station are displayed.

AUDIO SIGNAL INFORMATION

Displays the bit rate and audio type (stereo, mono or joint stereo)

as transmitted by the DAB broadcast provider. These are set by the
broadcaster to suit the type and quality of material being transmitted.

CHANNEL AND FREQUENCY
The channel and frequency of the currently tuned DAB broadcast are
displayed.

SIGNAL QUALITY
This displays the digital error rate (0 to 99) of the currently tuned channel
- the lower the figure, the better the quality of the received broadcast.

SOFTWARE VERSION
Show the version number of the installed software.
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ABOUT XM RADIO

The VISOTWO is XM Ready”which means that with the addition of separately
sold XM Mini-Tuner CPC-9000 and XM Mini-Tuner Home Dock, it has everything
you need to listen to live XM. Everything else is built right in. Just subscribe to
the XM service and your VISO TWO will be ready to receive XM content.

NOTES

+  Questions? Visit www.xmradio.com
Listeners can subscribe by visiting XM on the Web at www.xmradio.com
or by calling (at the time of printing this manual) XM's Listener Care at
(800) 853 9696. Be ready with your Radio ID that can be found on the
radio by selecting Channel 0.

«  Check with your NAD audio specialist for other versions of XM Mini-
Tuner compatible with VISO TWO.

CONNECTING THE XM ANTENNA

Plug the end of the XM antenna into the corresponding XM antenna port
on the rear panel of the VISO TWO. Press and hold [DISPLAY] button on the
front panel to check the current XM channel’s signal strength as shown in
the VFD. Press and hold [DISPLAY] again to exit signal strength check.

NOTES

«  Refer also to your XM radio’s guide on how to install the XM antenna for
optimum signal reception.

« The front panel [TUNER MODE] and [MENU] buttons function the
same way at XM mode. The [MENU/TUNER MODE] key of HTR 6 is the
equivalent button for both functions.

« When using these HTR 6 buttons to navigate XM menu options, ensure
that the “DEVICE SELECTOR” setting of your HTR 6 is set to “TUNER".

«+ Ifthere is no XM tuner connected at the corresponding XM input
terminal at the rear panel, the VFD will show “CHECK XM TUNER".

TUNING STATIONS

There are three ways to tune to the XM channel you wish to listen. Make

sure to set your HTR 6's "DEVICE SELECTOR" to “TUNER" prior to undertaking

the following tuning options.

1 ALL CH SEARCH (All Channel Search): Toggle front panel’s [MENU]
button to select "ALL CH SEARCH". Use the front panel or HTR 6's [ «4/® ] [ or
TUNE <</ <4<¢/»»1/»P ] buttons to step up or down each available XM
channel. Press and hold [ «4/® ] for faster scanning of XM channels.

2 CATEGORY SEARCH: The XM channels are grouped into categories for
easier selection of desired genre.

a Toggle front panel’s [MENU] button to select “CATEGORY SEARCH".
"CAT™"and a corresponding category is displayed in the VFD.
"CAT*™"stands for categories the channels are grouped into - i.e,
Country, Rock, Jazz & Blues, etc.

b Use HTR6's [ A/ V¥ ] (or front panel’s [PRESET k¢«/»®1]) buttons to
step up or down the available categories.

¢ PressHTR €'s [ 4/» ] (or front panel's [TUNE </»®]) buttons
to select through the available XM channels within the selected
category. You can also use HTR 6's [TUNE I¢<€/ <4</ »»1/»p ]
buttons. Tuning will only be limited to within the selected category.

d Repeat”b”above to choose another category.

3 PRESET SEARCH: Toggle front panel's [MENU] button to select "PRESET

SEARCH". At this menu option, a stored preset can be directly recalled
by entering the preset number using the HTR 6's numeric buttons.
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DIRECT CHANNEL CALL

While at either "CATEGORY SEARCH" or “ALL CH SEARCH" mode, a desired
XM channel can be directly tuned in by using the HTR 6's numeric buttons.
To key-in XM channels that are less the 3 digits, press “0"in place of the digit
or press [ENTER] after entering the XM channel number. For example, to
enter XM channel 8, press “0’,“0"and “8" or press “8"then [ENTER].

VIEW XM INFORMATION

Toggle [DISPLAY] button to display the XM information of the selected
channel such as the XM channel category, XM station name, artist name,
song title or any other text as supplied for the channel.

SETTING XM PRESETS

The procedure for storing XM channels is the same method as stated in the
section “SETTING RADIO PRESETS" under “LISTENING TO AM/FM RADIO". You
can store up to 30 XM channels.

For immediate recall of stored XM presets, press the front panel’s [PRESET
<4</ »»1] button or HTR 6's [PRESET A7V ] keys to step up or down the
stored XM channel presets.

ABOUT THE iPod INPUT FEATURE

The VISO TWO is equipped with a data port in the rear panel where an
optional “NAD IPD 1 Dock with iPod”(NAD IPD 1) can be plugged in.
With the NAD IPD 1 linking the VISO TWO with your own iPod player, you
can enjoy listening to your favorite tracks and playlists, as well as view
applicable still image and video playback.

You can control your iPod player using the assigned buttons in the

VISO TWO front panel. And with the corresponding HTR 6 remote control
function keys, you can select the materials stored in your iPod for playback
as well as access many of its functions even from across the room. The
optional NAD IPD 1 also charges your iPod player while it is connected to
the VISOTWO.

NOTES

«  NADIPD 1 and iPod player are optional and not supplied with your
VISO TWO.

+ iPod player functions, features and playback capabilities accessible
through VISO TWO may vary depending on your iPod player model.

« When using the HTR 6 to control the iPod functions, make sure that the
Device Selector is set to “MP DOCK”.

CONNECTING THE OPTIONAL “NAD IPD 1 DOCKWITH

iPod” AND iPod PLAYER TO THE VISO TWO

Make sure that all the devices are unplugged before making the connections.

1 Connect the NAD IPD 1's plug into the VISO TWO's "MP DOCK" data port.

2 Connectalso the NAD IPD 1's S-video and audio out to the VISO TWO
VCR input (the default iPod source allocation in the VISO TWO).

3 Dock your iPod player into the NAD IPD 1.

4 After linking together your iPod player, NAD IPD 1 and the VISO TWO,
you can now plug them IN to their applicable power sources.

5 With your iPod player, NAD IPD 1 and VISO TWO all at power ON state,
rotate INPUT SELECTOR knob to select “iPod” source. The upper line of
the VFD will show “iPod”.

NOTE
When the iPod player is removed from NAD IPD 1, the lower line of the
VFD will briefly show “Disconnected”. Dock your iPod player into the
NAD IPD 1 and the lower line will briefly show “Connected”.



iPod MENU OPTIONS

There are two menu options for iPod - Menu mode and Simple mode. At
"Menu mode’, iPod navigation will be done and guided through the VFD
of the VISO TWO. At “Simple mode”everything will be guided through your
iPod’s own display screen as you would do in normal iPod use.

“Menu mode”is the default menu option. The following is the procedure to

switch between “Menu mode”and “Simple mode” options

1 Press and hold front panel's IMENU] button (or [MENU/TUNER MODE]
key of HTR 6) for about 3 seconds and then release the button.

2 "Menu mode”or“Simple mode”will appear. You are at "Menu mode”if
the lower line of the VFD briefly shows “Connected”and then switches
to display the elapsed time and remaining playback time of the current
song. You are at “Simple mode” if the lower line of the VFD shows
the current listening mode, i.e. PLIl Music. Select your preference by
releasing the button when the mode you desire appears.

MENU MODE

At"Menu mode’, there are several menu options available that are similar to
what you can find in an iPod player. During playback, press [MENU] and you
will be directed to the “Playlists” option of the “Menu mode”. Use the HTR 6's
[ A/V] (or front panel's [PRESET ¢« /»»1] buttons) to select through
other "Menu mode” options like Artists, Alboums, Songs, Podcasts, Genres,
Composers and Audiobook. Using the corresponding front panel or HTR 6
buttons, navigate and select through these VFD “Menu mode” options as
you would when operating your iPod player independently.

NOTE
At “Menu mode’, your docked iPod player’s click wheel and controls will
not be operational. Your iPod player will show in its display the NAD
logo. Use the corresponding front panel or HTR 6 buttons to navigate
through the “Menu mode” options.

SIMPLE MODE

At “Simple mode’, refer to your docked iPod player’s own display screen

to navigate and make full use of its features. Use your docked iPod’s own
click wheel and controls or the corresponding front panel or HTR 6 buttons
to select through the available options as displayed in your iPod player's
display screen.

CONTROL FEATURES

Use the following control buttons in navigating through the iPod menu
options. These are applicable using either the front panel or HTR 6 buttons.
Since the HTR 6 will be the primary controller in most cases, we will focus
on remote-controlled operations.

DISP
During playback, toggle [DISP] key of HTR 6 to show in the VFD lower line
the following
Elapsed time and remaining playback time of the current song
Song title
« Artist Name
Album title

If there is no information available, the display will show “"ARTIST: Unknown
Artist” or "ALBUM: Unknown Album”as applicable.

The equivalent front panel key for [DISP] is [DISPLAY].

MENU
Press [MENU] to return to a previous option or menu selection.
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[ A/V]1NAVIGATION BUTTONS

While at menu options or selection lists, toggle [ A/¥ ] to go up or down
the options, lists or song titles. Press and hold [ A/ ] to quickly scroll
through the song titles. The equivalent front panel key for [ A/ V¥ ]is
[PRESET la/ P ].

ENTER
Press [ENTER] to select an option or start playback when applicable.

TUNE [ 1<« <</ >p P> ]

During playback or PAUSE mode, press and hold [TUNE ¢« <</ »p» »P1]
for fast forward or backward scanning of current song.

Press [TUNE »» »P1] to skip forward to the next song or [TUNE <4« <«]
to skip back to the previous song. The equivalent front panel key for

[TUNE |« <</ »» »P1]is [SCAN <</ >P].

PAUSE[I1]/PLAY [»]
Press PAUSE [ 1] during playback to stop playback temporarily. Resume play
by pressing PAUSE [11] again or PLAY [»].

NOTE
For other navigation functions, please refer to your iPod player’s owner’s
manual. Depending on the iPod player model, some other functions
maybe controlled using the applicable VISO TWO navigation controls.

TO VIEW VIDEOS OR PHOTOS LOADED IN YOUR iPod
Videos or photos uploaded in your iPod can be viewed directly via the
VISO TWO. The following are the steps

1 Make sure that the “TV Out”setting of your iPod’s Video or Photo
Settings menu is at“On"mode and appropriate “TV Signal”is chosen.

2 Video or photo file selection and playback procedures are managed
directly from your iPod player or at“Simple Mode”.

3 With theiPod (IPD 1) dock’s S-VIDEO OUT and AUDIO OUT ports
connected to the VISO TWO's VCR input or to any other assignable
input, you can now directly enjoy via VISO TWO your video or photo
selections as uploaded in your iPod. Make sure that you select the
correct source input of the VISO TWO.

NOTE
iPod player functions, features and playback capabilities accessible through
VISO TWO may vary depending on your iPod player model. Check NAD IPD-

1’s specifications with regards to specific iPod models it supports.

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PROGRAM CLEAR

The NAD HTR 6 is ready to operate the VISO TWO right out of the box, but it is really eight remotes in
one. Each of the 8 Device Selector keys at the top of the handset can call up a new “page” of remote
control codes to be transmitted by the remaining 44 keys. You may “teach” codes from any infrared-

remote controlled component, regardless of brand, to any or all of these.

FRONT

Obviously, the most logical system is that you teach the codes from your DVD player to the [DVD]
Device Selector “page,"your television’s codes to the [TV]“page,’and so on, but there is no required
scheme: You may load any commands to any key on any page (see “Learning Codes From Other
Remotes, below).
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The HTR 6 is already preprogrammed with a full complement of commands for the VISO TWO on

its [AMP] Device Selector page, and as well as with library commands to operate most NAD-brand
DVD or CD components on the corresponding Device Selector “pages! These default commands are
permanent: Even if you teach the HTR 6 new commands to take their place, the underlying library
commands remain in place and can easily be recalled should you add an NAD component to your

v
system later (see “Delete Mode', below).

NOTE
For use with the VISO TWO, it should not be necessary to re-program any keys on the HTR 6 [AMP]
page. However, in order for the HTR 6 to control your specific NAD-brand components you may
sLEEP need to load one or more different code-libraries (see “Loading Code Libraries,” below).
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CONTROLLING THEVISO TWO

The HTR 6 is divided into two main sections. Eight Device Selector keys at the top—[AMP], [DVD],
[TV]and so on—set the handset’s remaining keys to a “page” of commands to control a particular
component. A Device Select key determines only what component the HTR 6 will command; it does
not perform any function on the VISO TWO. All of the remaining keys are function keys that can “learn’
control codes from virtually any infrared remote controller, allowing you to teach the codes of your
equipment, regardless of brand, to the HTR 6.
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However, the HTR 6 is already preprogrammed to operate the VISO TWO. All of the function keys on
the [AMP] Device Selector “page” perform VISO TWO functions. (The HTR 6 can also command many
other NAD components, from its [DVD], [CD], [TUNER] and [CUSTOM] pages.)
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It is important to note that certain HTR 6 keys perform different functions depending on the selected
Device Selector “page! The color of the Device Selector key-labeling corresponds to the labeling of
the function keys. Most centrally, the orange [AMP] Device Selector “page” corresponds to the orange
input-select labeling above the numeric keys: When the HTR 6's [AMP] Device Selector page is active,
these keys select the VISO TWO inputs. Similarly, the purple [DVD] Device Selector “page” corresponds
to several purple labels, the green [TV] page to green labels, and so on.
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SELECTING SOURCES

To directly switch or select sources using the HTR 6, set first your DEVICE SELECTOR to "AMP". Press
the corresponding numeric key of the source you want to select (the orange label directly above
the appropriate numeric keypad is the Source allocated for such key). For example, press “2"to select
“Cable/Sat" source mode, “1"to switch to “DVD"mode and so on.
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LEARNING CODES FROM OTHER REMOTES

Begin by positioning the HTR 6 "nose-to-nose” with the source remote so

the two devices'infrared windows are about 2 inches apart.

o Enter Learning Mode: On the HTR 6, simultaneously press-and-hold for
3 seconds both a Device Selector key and the [ A ] key until the Learn
LED at the center of the HTR 6 turns steady green.

o Press the HTR 6's function key you wish to teach a command; the Learn
LED will turn amber.

o Press-and-hold the function key on the source remote: The HTR 6's
Learn LED will flicker amber for a second or two, then turn solid green.
The command is learned.

o Pressthe HTR 6's Device Selector key again to exit the learning mode.

If the Learn LED does not flicker amber you may need to vary the distance
between the remotes. If the Learn LED turns red rather than green, that
particular command of that source remote command could not be learned.

CANCEL OPERATION
You can cancel configuring a key, by pressing the active Device Selector key
before the learn process is complete; the Learn LED will turn red.

Example: Learning “DVD Pause”

Position the HTR 6 and your DVD player's remote as described above.

«  Onthe HTR 6, simultaneously press-and-hold [DVD] and [A]; the Learn
LED turns steady green.

o Pressthe HTR6's [11] key; the Learn LED turns amber.

» Press-and-hold the DVD player's remote’s pause key; the HTR 6's Learn
LED flickers amber and then turns solid green. The command is learned.

«  Press [DVD] again to exit the learning mode.

PUNCH-THROUGH

The HTR 6's “punch-through” function allows you to retain a function key
from one Device Select “page” to another, so that, for example, the AMP
[SURR MOD¥] function might still control the VISO TWO when the DVD
Device Selector page is active.

NOTE
The HTR 6's [VOL] keys are pre-programmed as “punched-through”
for all Device Select pages: [VOL] will operate the VISO TWO’s volume
regardless of the currently selected device. The [SUB] level control is
similarly pre-programmed as punched-through.

To set a punch through, after entering the Learning Mode, and pressing the
desired key to be punched through, simply press the device key twice of
the device to punch through to. The status LED will turn green; press the
Device Selector key again to exit Learning Mode.

Example: Punch-through AMP [SURR MODE] key to the DVD “page”

« Onthe HTR 6, simultaneously press-and-hold [DVD] and [A]; the Learn
LED turns steady green.

o Press [SURR MODE]; the Learn LED turns amber.

o Press [AMP] twice; the Learn LED turns green.

«  Press [DVD] again to exit the learning mode.

NOTE
The HTR 6 control keys [A ], [11], [M], [I<</»>»1/<4<4/»»] and [» ] are not
punch-through function keys. To use them for disc playback purposes, make
sure that HTR 6's DEVICE SELECTOR s set to “DVD"
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COPY COMMAND FROM ANOTHER BUTTON

You may copy a command from any HTR 6 key to any other key. To copy a key
function, after entering the Learning Mode, and pressing the desired key to be
copied to, simply press the device key from which you wish to copy, having first
pressed its Device Selector key if it resides on another “page! The status LED will
turn green; press the Device Selector key again to exit Learning Mode.

Example: Copy the Pause command from the CD page to the AMP [1l]

key:

o Onthe HTR 6, simultaneously press-and-hold [AMP] and [ 4 ]; the Learn
LED turns steady green.

o Press [Il] (pause); the Learn LED turns amber.

o Press [CDJ; press [1] (pause); the Learn LED turns green.

« Press [AMP] again to exit the learning mode.

NOTE
The copy and punch-through functions are similar. However, if you
copy a command and then subsequently delete, or over-write the
original (source-key) command, the copied-to key’s command remains
unchanged. If you punch-through to a command and then delete or
over-write the original key, the punched-through functions also change
accordingly.

MACRO COMMANDS

A"macro”command is a series of two or more remote codes issued
automatically from a single keypress. You might use a macro to automate
a simple command sequence, such as,“Turn on the DVD player”and

then press “play” Or you might compose an elaborate macro to power

up an entire system, select a source, choose a Listening Mode, and begin
playback—again, all from a single keypress. The HTR 6 can store one macro
on each of its function keys (these exclude the Device Selector keys).

NOTE
Macros are independent of the currently selected device.

RECORDING MACROS

To record a macro, simultaneously press-and-hold for 3 seconds both the
[MACRO] key and the HTR 6 function key to which you wish to assign the
macro, until the status LED turns green. The macro button will also light up.

Press the sequence of function keys to be recorded into the macro, being
sure to first press the requisite Device Selector key for each function (you
may switch devices while recording the macro as many times as necessary),
allowing you to create macro containing commands from more than one
Device Selector‘page’

When you have finished entering the desired command sequence, press
[MACRO] again to store the macro; the Learn LED and [MACRO] key
illumination will turn off.

NOTE
Each macro can store a maximum of 64 command steps. If you exceed
this number, the macro will be stored automatically after the 64th
command is added.

Example: Record a Macro to the [0] key to Turn on the VISO TWO, Select
the DVD Input, and Commence Playback:
«  Onthe HTR 6, simultaneously press-and-hold [MACRO] and [0] (numeric
zero); the Learn LED turns steady green.
o Press [AMP]; press [ON]; press [1] ('DVD"); press [DVD]; press [»] (Play)
- the Learn LED blinks as each step is added.
«  Press [MACRQO] again to exit the macro-record mode.

To clear a macro, perform the above steps without entering any functions.
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OPERATION
USING THE HTR 6 REMOTE CONTROL

EXECUTING MACROS

To execute a macro, press and release [MACRO]; its key illumination lights
for 5 seconds. While it remains lit, press an HTR 6 key to which a macro has
previously been stored.

The corresponding macro will run; as each step executes, its “parent” Device
Selector’s key flashes lights briefly; when execution is finished, the [MACRO]
key illumination goes out. Pressing any other HTR 6 key while a macro is
executing will abort the macro. Remember that you must hold the HTR 6 so
that its infrared emitter can activate the target components.

NOTE
When a macro executes, a 1 second delay is automatically inserted
between its commands. If you need more than a 1 second delay between
particular commands—for example, to permit a component to power up
completely—you can record “empty” steps into the macro by changing
Device Selector “pages” without entering actual command functions.

BUTTON ILLUMINATION TIMEOUT

The HTR 6's key-illumination can be set to remain lit for 0-9 seconds. The
default value is 2 seconds. To set the illumination timeout, simultaneously
press-and-hold for 3 seconds both the HTR 6's [DISP] and the [0-9] key, with
the digit corresponding to the desired timeout duration; the Learn LED will
flash twice to confirm the new setting. When set to zero, the illumination
will not turn on at all.

NOTE
Key illumination is the biggest drain on the HTR 6’s batteries. A short
key-illumination timeout will extend battery life appreciably; turning it
off altogether (set it to 0 seconds) will lengthen it still further.

FACTORY RESET

The HTR 6 can be reset to its factory state, deleting all learned commands,
copied and punched-through keys, macros, and other setup information,
reverting all keys to their pre-programmed library commands.

To perform a factory reset simultaneously press-and-hold for 10 seconds
the HTR 6's [ON] and [RTN] keys; the Learn LED will start to flash green.
Release [ON] and [RTN] before the second flash is complete; the Learn LED
will turn red, indicating the remote has been reset.

NOTE

You must release [ON] and [RTN] before the second flash goes out, otherwise
the unit will not reset; should this occur, repeat the full procedure.
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DELETE MODE

The HTR 6 can store learned, copied, and “default library” commands on any
single key (The default library commands are the pre-programmed NAD
codes, such as the native VISO TWO commands on the [AMP] “page!).

You can delete commands by layers back ‘down"to the default library
command on any key, removing learned commands, punched-through
functions, and copied keys.

NOTE
The default library commands cannot be deleted, so you need not worry
that using Delete Mode might cause irreparable changes.

To enter Delete Mode, simultaneously press-and-hold for 3 seconds both
the desired key's Device Selector key and the [RTN] key, until the Learn LED
turns green. Press the function key whose command you wish to delete;
the Learn LED flashes; the number of times indicates which type of function
has become active - see the table below. Press the active Device Selector
key again to exit Delete Mode.

NOTE
You may delete multiple function-key commands on the same Device
Selector “page,” but to delete from more than one Device Selector page
you must exit Delete Mode and then re-enter it on the required page.

Flashes Command Type
1 Default Library Command
2 Copied Library Command
3 Learned Command



LOADING CODE LIBRARIES

The HTR 6 can store a different library of default NAD codes for each of its
Device Selector “pages! If the original default library does not control your
NAD CD player, DVD player, or other component, follow the procedure
below to change the code-library.

Begin by ensuring that the component you wish the HTR 6 to control is
plugged in and powered-up (‘on, not merely in standby). To enter the

HTR 6's Library Mode, simultaneously press-and-hold for 3 seconds both the
desired Device Selector key and the [PROGRAM] key, until the Learn LED
turns green.

While keeping the HTR 6 pointed toward the component, enter the first
appropriate three-digit code-library number from the table below. Press
[OFF]. If the component turns off, press [ENTER] to accept that code-library
number and exit the Library Mode. If the component does not turn off,
enter the next three-digit code-library number from the table.

When you enter the correct number the component will turn off; press
[ENTER] to accept that code library number and exit the Library Mode.

SEARCH MODE

If none of the codes from the table, when entered, turns on the
component, and if you are quite sure you have followed the above
procedure completely and carefully, you may want to try the “search”
method as follows:

Enter Library Mode by simultaneously pressing-and-holding for 3 seconds
both the desired Device Selector key and the [PROGRAM] button until the
Learn LED turns green. Now press-and-hold the HTR 6's [ A/ ¥ ]) key; the
remote will step through all the available codes at a rate of approximately
1 per second.

OPERATION
USING THE HTR 6 REMOTE CONTROL

When the component turns off, immediately release the cursor key; press
[ENTER] to accept that code-library and exit the Library Mode. Try a few
commands; should you prove to have stepped past the needed code-
library, re-enter the Library Mode and use the cursor key to step back to it.

NOTE
It is possible that search mode will find code-libraries that operate, at
least partially, some other brand (non-NAD) components. You may
certainly exploit such capabilities as you find them. However, since we
can only ensure the completeness or accuracy of NAD code-libraries, we
cannot support the HTR 6's operation with other-brand components.

CHECKING CODE-LIBRARY NUMBER

You can check the current code-library on any Device Selector key as
follows. Enter Library Mode by simultaneously pressing-and-holding for
3 seconds both the desired component’s Device Selector key and the
[PROGRAM] key until the Learn LED turns green. Press the [DISP] key; the
HTR 6 indicates the current code-library by flashing its [CUSTOM], [VCR],
and [MACROQ] keys.

For example, to indicate code-library #501, the HTR 6 will flash [CUSTOM] 5
times, pause, and then flash [MACRO] once. You might wish to make a note
of your components’ code-library numbers.

SLEEP MODE

The Sleep Mode timer will switch the VISO TWO to Standby mode
automatically after a preset number of minutes. Pressing the HTR 6's SLEEP
button once will display the setting of the sleep time increment. Pressing
the HTR 6's SLEEP button a second time within a 3-second period will
change the sleep time increment in 30-minute intervals, after which time
the VISO TWO will automatically switch into Standby mode.

To adjust the sleep delay, press the HTR 6's SLEEP button twice; first to
display the sleep time increment, and a second time to change the

sleep time increment. The sleep time increment and a “SLEEP” icon will
continuously display on the VISO TWO's front panel Vacuum Fluorescent
Display (VFD). Each consecutive press increases the sleep time in 30-minute
increments from 30 to 90 minutes. To cancel the sleep mode, continue
pressing the HTR 6's SLEEP button until “Sleep Off" displays on the VFD.
Switching the VISO TWO to standby from either the HTR 6's OFF or the

VISO TWO's POWER button will also cancel the sleep mode

NOTE

In order to use SLEEP button, make sure that HTR 6’s DEVICE SELECTOR
page is set to "AMP”.
