FRONT PANEL FACILITIES

TIMER SELECTOR SWITCH
AUTO ON:
Power to the AC outlets is turned ON exactly at
the time preset by the timer.
AUTO ON/OFF:
Power to the AC outlets is turned ON exactly at
the time preset by the timer, and then turned OFF
automatically 59 minutes later.
THROUGH:
Power to the AC outlets is always ON irrespective
of the operation of the timer switch. Set this
selector switch to this position when the timer
operation is not needed.

OUTLET ON LAMP

AM/PM INDICATOR
AM is indicated at the upper left, and PM is
indicated at the lower left of the time display
figures.

TIME ADJUSTING LEVER

Use this lever when adjusting the timer to the cor-
rect or desired time with the DISPLAY switch set
to TIME ADJ., TIMER AD]J., or SLEEP position.
FAST: The displayed time advances quickly at the
rate of approximately one hour a second.
SLOW:The displayed time advances slowly at the
rate of approximately two minutes a
second.
The lever will return to the middle ““ ® ” position
when released, and the adjusted time is displayed.
This time adjusting lever does not function if the
DISPLAY switch is set to the SECOND COUNT or
PRESENT TIME position.

Use this lever when adjusting the timer to display

the correct time to the “‘second” by setting the

DISPLAY switch to SECOND COUNT.

The SECOND COUT setting is also utilized when

using the timer as a time counter.

HOLD: Counting of seconds stops.

RESET: Second display is reset to zero.
When adjusting the timer’s time to the
time signal, wait for the time signal at
RESET position, and move the lever to
“®m"” position the instant the time
signal is heard. {For more detailed in-
structions, see “ADJUSTING TO PRE-
SENT TIME."”)

e This “second” adjusting lever does not func-
tion if the DISPLAY switch is set at any
position except SECOND COUNT.

DISPLAY SWITCH

This switch
functions:
SECOND COUNT:

Use this position when displaying one “minute”
figure and full “seconds” of the present time, and
when using this timer as a time counter.

TIMER ADJ.:

Use this position when setting the operating time
of the timer. (The operating time is displayed.)
TIME ADJ.:

Use this position when setting the present time.
PRESENT TIME:

The present time (hour, minute) is displayed
irrespective of the position of the time adjusting
iever. Normally set this switch to this position.
SLEEP:

Set the DISPLAY switch to this position when
setting the sleep time, or when adjusting (re-
ducing) the ON duration time by using the time
adjusting lever. This position does not function
when the TIMER selector switch is at THROUGH.

ADJUSTING TO PRESENT TIME

FIRST ADJUST THE HOURS AND
MINUTES
@ Set the DISPLAY switch to the TIME ADJ.
position.
@ Operate the time adjusting lever and adjust the
timer to the present correct time.
FAST: The displayed time can be changed
quickly hour by hour.
SLOW: The displayed time can be changed
slowly minute by minute.

NOTE:

The time can be adjusted in an advancing direction only.
If set past the correct time, advance the displayed time
again to just before the correct time by moving the lever
to FAST, and then adjust it slowly to the correct time by
moving the lever to SLOW. Make sure that AM or PM is
indicated correctly.

NEXT, ADJUST THE SECOND

® Set the DISPLAY switch at SECOND COUNT.
@ Move the second adjusting lever from the “m”

position to RESET. Display of second will stop
at 00.

Then, move the lever to the “®” mark position
the instant the time signal is heard. This will start
the counting of seconds. This completes adjust-
ment of the hour, minute, and second.

NOTE:

When the second adjusting lever is set to HOLD, the ¢ount
will stop at the displayed second. When the lever is set at
the “‘B” position, counting will begin again.

& Set the DISPLAY switch to PRESENT TIME.

This completes adjustment of the present time.
The DISPLAY switch should normally be set to
PRESENT TIME. When set at this position, the
time shown will always be correct even if other
levers are moved accidentally.

UNATTENDED RECORDING (AUTO ON/OFF mode)

@ Operation of connected equipment such as tuner,
cassette deck, etc.

Power is supplied automatically to the AC outlets at
the desired time, and is shut off about 59 minutes
later.

(D Set the TIMER selector switch to THROUGH.

@ Turn on the power switch of the connected
equipment such as tuner, cassetie deck, etc., tune
the desired broadcast, and set up the equipment
for recording.

® Set the TIMER selector switch to AUTO ON/
OFF.

@ Set the DISPLAY switch to TIMER ADJ,

(The displayed time indicates the time you desire
to be turned ON.)

® Operate the time adjusting lever, and set the
timer at the desired operating time.

@® Return the DISPLAY switch to PRESENT
TIME. (This will not affect the operation for
“unattended recording”.)

Recording will begin at the desired time automa-

tically, and the power will be shut off after 59

minutes,

The tape deck to be used for this recording should
be capable of unattended recording and automatic
stop,




WAKE UP WITH MUSIC (AUTO ON mode)

The power to the AC outlets will be switched on

automatically at the desired time.

(D Set the TIMER selector switch to THROUGH.

@ Turn on the power switch of the connected
equipment, such as tuner and pre-main amplifier,
tune the desired radio program, and adjust the
volume to a proper level for awakening.

@ Set the TIMER selector switch to AUTO ON.

@ Set the DISPLAY switch to TIMER ADJ. (The
displayed time indicates the time you desire to
be turned ON.)

® Operate the time adjusting lever, and adjust the
timer to the desired operating time.

® Return the DISPLAY switch to PRESENT
TIME. (This operation will not affect the desired
AUTO-ON mode operation.}

i Now, you will be woken up by the desired radio

program at the right time.

NOTES:

e To release the setting of the timer, set the TIMER
5 Sik selector switch at THROUGH, and then move it to
pre-main amplifier, etc. AUTO ON or AUTO ON/OFF.

e When setting the timer, it is not possible to adjust it to
the second. Note that AUTQO-ON operation will not
function if the specified procedure is not followed
correctly.

FALLING ASLEEP WHILE LISTENING TO MUSIC

The power to the AC outlets will be shut off

automatically after a certain period of time.

Set the TIMER selector switch to THROUGH.

Operate the tuner, cassette deck, pre-main ampli-

fier, etc., and adjust the volume to a level

suitable for sleeping.

Set the TIMER selector switch to AUTO ON/

OFF.

Set the DISPLAY switch to SLEEP.

(Then, “59” minutes will appear, and the OUT-

LET lamp will light up, indicating that the power

to the AC outlets will be shut off automatically

after 59 minutes from the present time.)

® To change the sleep duration time, set the time
adjusting lever to SLOW, and adjust it to the
desired time.

The operation described above is now memorized in

@ the timer. The sleep timer operation will continue

without change even after the DISPLAY switch is

returned to the PRESENT TIME position.

To cancel the sleep timer operation, first set the

TIMER selector switch to THROUGH, and then

return it to AUTO ON/OFF.

Any length of time within 10 minutes can be mea-

sured accurately to the second. This function can be

used in measuring the playback time of a record, the
amount of time remaining on a partially recorded
tape, etc.

1. Set the DISPLAY switch to TIME ADJ., and use
the time adjusting lever to set the hour figure to
0%,

2. Set the DISPLAY switch to SECOND COUNT,
and set the second adjusting lever to RESET.
Then, the 0’ minute “00” second display will
appear, indicating readiness.

3. Start the record or tape whose length is to be

measured, and at the same time, set the second
adjusting lever at the ‘““ m” mark position. The
timer will begin counting.

. To stop counting, change the second adjusting

lever to HOLD.

. Return to step 1 above in order to begin the

counting procedure over again.

NOTES:
e The counting will reach “9’ minutes “59" seconds,

and then return to *“0:007 after exactly 10 minutes.
The process will then be repeated, starting at °0:01”".
The displayed present time will also be changed if the
second adjusting lever is operated. If this happens, the
timer must again be adjusted to the correct time.

the amount of tepe so that the automatic stop mechanism will function within 59 minutes.

If the power is shut off while the tape is running, the pinch roller may not come off the capstan, which could

damage the tape or tape deck.

e When using a tape deck (cassette deck or open reel) in combination with this timer, meke sure that it is function of
unatiended recording and eutomatic stop. Uses marked with % 7 in the table shown above do not necessarily

require the unattended recording function,
