Installation precautions

Operating procedures

Setting the Present Time

Use the radio or TV time signal to set the present time.

2. Keep depressing the SECOND CHECK/RESET switch, set the seconds
to “'00,"" wait for the time signal and release the switch as soon as
the signal is heard. The display changes to the hours and minutes
but the second count now starts.
