This HD-STBshould beoperated onlyfrom thetype of power sourceindicated on
the rearpanel. |f you are not sure of the type of power supply toyour home,
please consultyour HD-STB dealer or local electriccompany.

3. Installto Stable Place

Do not placethis HD-STB anunstable cart, stand, tripod, bracket, or table. The
HD-STB mayfall, causing serious injury toa child or adult as well as serious
damage tothe HD-STB. Use this HD-STB product only with a cart, stand, tripod,
bracket, ortable recommendedby the manufacturer orsold withthe HD-STB
product. Any mounting of the product should followed the manufacturer's
instruction and usea mounting accessory to recommended by the manufacturer.
