1) The tonearm head shell is already provided
with leads, and you only neced insert the tips of
these leads into the connecting pins of the car-
tridge vou wish to use. These leads are color-coded
according to the EIA Standard: the green one s
for the minus of the right channel, the red one
for the plus of the same, the blue onc for the
minus of the left channel, and the white one for
the plus of the same.

Adjusting the Inside Force
Canceler (Anti-skating Device)
