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SAFETY CHECK-OUT (US, Canadian Model)

After correcting the original service problem,
perform the following safety check before releasing
the set to the customer:

Check the antenna terminals, metal trim, “metallized”
knobs, screws, and all other exposed metal parts for
AC leakage. Check leakage as described below,

LEAKAGE TEST

The AC leakage from any exposed metal part to
earth ground and from all exposed metal parts to any
exposed metal part having a return to chassis, must
not exceed 0.5 mA (500 microampers). Leakage
current can be measured by any one of three
methods.

I. A commercial leakage tester, such as the
Simpson 229 or RCA WT-540A. Follow the
manufacturers’ instructions to use these instru-
ments.

2. A battery-operated AC milliammeter. The Data
Precision 245 digital multimeter is suitable for
this job.

3. Measuring the voltage drop across a resistor by
means of a VOM or battery-operated AC volt-
meter. The ‘limit” indication is 0.75 V, so
analog meters must have an accurate low-
voltage scale. The Simpson 250 and Sanwa
SH-63Trd are examples of a passive VOM that
is suitable. Nearly all battery operated digital
multimeters that have a 2 V AC range are
suitable. (See Fig. A)

Playing Records

Place a record on the turntable.

2 Press the SPEED button to select the
speed.

3 Remove the cover from the cartridge,
and release the stopper from the
tone arm.

4 Setthe cuingleverto V.

5 Move the tone arm by hand to the
desired point.
The turntable automatically starts
rotating.

6 Setthe cuing leverto ¥.

When the record is played to the
end

The tone arm returns to the arm rest and
the turntable stops.

To stop during play
Press the REJECT button.

To play a different part of the
record

Lift the tone arm by setting the cuing lever
to ¥, move the tone arm by hand to the
desired point, then set the cuing lever to ¥.

To play a 17-cm record
Use the supplied adaptor.

If the tone arm moves outward when you move it
toward the center

Do not resist this movement, as it may damage the
automatic return mechanism.

If the tone arm does not return to the arm rest
Press the REJECT button.

Speed Adjustment

Note: Be sure to perform 33-rpm adjustment before 45-rpm.

— Using a stroboscope board —

1. Put a stroboscope board on the mat.

2. Set the SPEED switch to 33.
Depress the lifter knob to make a lift-up mode and move the arm
above to the outer most groove of a record.
Adjust M101(L) so that the striped pattern of stroboscope
board is stationary.

3. Set the SPEED switch to 45.
Adjust M101(H) in the same way.

— Using a test record —

Put a test record (YFSC-16) on the mat.

2. Move the arm onto a-2 (3kHz) section and trace it.

Adjust M101(L) so that the frequency is 2,991 —3,009 Hz.

Adjust M101(H) so that the frequency is 4,038 ~4,062 Hz.
